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Core Curriculum

SING & DANCE: Ages 3 - 8 is designed for the pre-K, Kin-
dergarten and early elementary grade boys and girls who
love singing, acting and dancing. They will be instructed to
pre-ballet and tap fundamentals and will incorporate their
new skills in a song and dance number from a Broadway
show. Live piano accompaniment.

PERFORMING ARTS WORKSHOP: Ages 8 - 12 is the
backbone of the Lundstrum Center curriculum. Students
enrolled will undergo training in the three basic disciplines
of Broadway musical theatre performance: dance (ballet,
tap, intro to musical theatre), voice (vocal technique & per-
formance), and drama (acting skills & scenes). They will
integrate these skills into scenes and production numbers
from Broadway shows.

BROADWAY ARTS CONSERVATORY: Ages 12-19,
kids will get a professional Broadway training experience,
working on scenes from Broadway shows directed by inter-
national triple threat Musical Theatre veterans! Dance
classes will include: Tap, Ballet, Jazz, and Broadway rep-
ertoire. Voice will incl
and songs from Broadway shows. Drama will include act-
ing classes and scenes from musical theatre repertoire.
This curriculum will challenge the range of experienced kids
as well as encourage the talented beginner.

PROFESSIONAL AUDITION/COLLEGE PREP for Young
Adults: Auditioning for local professional venues? Thinking
of moving to L.A. or New York? Post-secondary performing
arts schools? Be prepared! Lundstrum provides individual
attention for the aspiring musical theatre artist who wants
training in a serious environment. Dance classes will be
divided into levels to increase knowledge of expanded
dance repertoire. Students will be guided in the prepara-
tion of a song and monologue suitable for a professional
audition.

BALLET is the foundation of dance training. In ballet class
the dancer learns basic posture, core placement, vocabu-
lary, extension, line and stretch. Lundstrum Center re-
quires all conservatory students to study ballet. Several
levels of classes are offered, from beginning to advanced-
intermediate. Ballet classes are accompanied by a live pi-
anist whenever possible. Dance attire required.

Tappy Hour: Learn the basic vocabulary of tap, rhythms,
weight changes, balance, foot articulation, shuffles, flaps,
and time steps.

Rhythm Tap: Percussive style of dance, using primarily the
legs, making a louder, more grounded sound. Common
steps include the shuffle ball change, flap heel, cramproll,
pullbacks, wings, stomp, brushes, and scuffs.

JAZZ and MUSICAL THEATRE REPERTOIRE:

These classes are offered to the advanced student and
professional dancer. Class includes: a comprehensive
warm-up, a challenging center barre and adagio. Floor
combinations explore the styles of Bob Fosse, Michael
Bennett, Tommy Tune, Peter Gennaro, Susan Stromman,
Rob Marshall, Jerome Robbins and other giants in dance
theatre history.

The Lundstrum Studio began in the
1920's when a 15-year-old named
Dorothy Lundstrum took over the
Ascension School of Dance with her
two sisters Lorraine and Marion. In
those 80 years, thousands of children
and youth growing
north side studied dance, charm and
fashionthere,and as t he
suburbs developed, parents drove
their children great distances to study
with Dorothy Lundstrum. When she
passed away in November of

1998, North Minneapolis lost a principal arts benefactor. For over
80 years, she mentored thousands of students, teaching positive
behavior, self-worth, and good citizenship, as well as dance and
movement. Despite the increasing economic challenges and
rising poverty and crime in the North neighborhood, Dorothy
never wavered in her commitment to bring exceptional opportuni-

Dorothy willed her studio and life's work to the five Casserly sis-
ters, daughters of her lifetime pupil and friend, Lois Melsha Cas-
serly. In June of 2000 the doors reopened with an expanded
curriculum specializing in training for Broadway Musical Theatre,
creating a New York, Minneapolis network for visiting and local
performing artists.
